4. Module Installation in Patch Panel

4.2 Refer to the Shielded KeyConnect Patch Panel Installation Guide
(PX105408). Always respect the minimum cable bend radius.

2.2 e« Push the Wire Guide against the Jacket;

e Untwist the wire pairs;

e Split the bonded pairs with the Cable
Preparation Tool if required.

2.3 Lay the wires in their correct position
based on the Wire Guide color code.

2.4 Cut the extra wires with a flush cutter.
The tips of the wires should protrude
no more than 1/16 in (0.5mm).

5. Module Removal Instructions

5.1 ¢ Press down with a flat screw driver on
the top latch, once free, press down on
the Module;

¢ Pivot the Module and lift it.

5.2 Cut off the cable tie.

5.3 e Pull out the shielding lug completely;
e Insert the screwdriver into the slot
and rotate it to open the jaw.
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
